		President’s Report
This annual report usually has a photo of a group of our finest, competing against the best. The last season has been different to all the seasons before it; the events could easily be seen as the perfect storm with the area affected by drought, Bushfires, flooding of the Club and a major health contagion. It is critical that we commit to our community by working with our RFS colleagues, learn from these events so that we present the best front possible- should they happen again. 
These issues have erresulted in a truncated season and restrictions on the surfclub activities that would normally occur. We are grateful to Kaycee Wisemantel for keeping us socially distanced and more hygienic than we ever thought possible.
Over the last couple of years, the Board has followed a program of community engagement, striving to leverage its position as part of the Surf Life Saving movement, to improve the lives of residents and visitors in the Hallidays Point Area. I will outline some of these in the following pages, nearly all needing 6 months longer to reach fruition.
The Board has maintained a strong interest in renewal of the SurfClub and the surrounding lands that I hope can continue to completion over the next 18 months. Much of the responsibility for these improvements’ rest with our Vice-President Terry Aldridge who continues doing a sterling job whilst having many overseer’s. 
The following pages will provide reports from the respective Directors and Officers of the SurfClub, outlining the achievements made within the enforced restrictions.
    Community Outreach
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The Automated External Defibrillator (AED) has markedly improved over the last 5 years, with prior issues of complexity, battery life and minimal warranty limiting their general use. One brand, ZOLL, has taken on these issues and now produces a simple to use unit that has warranty for 7 years. The company has reached its goal of creating a true Bystander Defibrillator.
At the same time the NSW Department of Sport has provided grant funding for sporting clubs to purchase an AED for half price. The Public Health problems of the Covid issue impacts heavily on the routine elements of cardiopulmonary resuscitation. The Board saw this as an opportunity to obtain defibrillators and place these in the community, at sites of high risk.
We have obtained 8 defibrillators which will fit in well with the other 2 units that are available in the area. Part of our obligation will be to provide education on the use of these units that are designed for use by people with little or no experience. Once installed we will notify the community of their positions, and the opportunity to learn about their use.


 
Public Amenities (NSW my community grant)
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The Council toilets near the ocean pool have been of poor quality for many years but have not been of high enough priority to gain the interest of Council to improve/rebuild them. The community of Hallidays Point supported the rebuilding of the amenities by voting for the project in the NSW Government’s My Community grant. With the community’s support we gained the highest number of votes and project funding. We have just started the project with creation of a second bunker for Dads Army’s vital cleaning equipment. This gives us room for able and disabled toilets, shower and change rooms. Our goal is to have them ready for mid-summer. It’s hoped the toilets will be less trouble to build than the bunker.

Plan: Storage structure for pool cleaning equipment. 2nd bunker added to western wall of present structure with same construction.  Aligned to the path.
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Neighbourhood Safer Place (NSW Department of Gaming)
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The Hillsville fire brought to a head the important issue that Hallidays Point has only 1 road in or out for the villages of Diamond Beach, Red Head, Black Head, Tallwood’s, and Rainbow Flat, as well as the 3 semi-rural estates. During the blaze, the road was cut for 5 days, meaning the intended Evacuation Centres of Taree and Tuncurry were unreachable for the 4500 residents of Hallidays Point. Many of these residents presented to the Surfclub. Whilst as much help as possible was provided, we felt we could have done more.
Canvassing the community extensively after the fires, it was universally accepted by residents that there needs to be some sort of assembly point where people can go and stay for a short period to remain safe. It was also accepted that the Surfclub was best place to provide such a service. The Rural Fire Service has developed criteria that fit such a centre in its policy on a Neighbourhood Safer Place (NSP).  The requirements to be an NSP are extensive; the Board has been working with Council and the Rural Fire Service to determine the specifics needed. 
We have been successful in obtaining grant funding to progress this project. It is likely to be 18 months before the Club will be deemed a Neighbourhood Safer Place, but the board is determined to ensure the project is completed.
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[image: ][image: Image]Anzac Memorial
The Club has been working closely with the Lions Club, through its Anzac Committee, to establish the Anzac Memorial next to the Ocean pool for commemoration in the future. Funding is available to incorporate the audio-visual signal from the memorial site into the Clubs system to ensure all attendees can be involved. Those infirmed can then be involved with the commemoration from within the clubhouse. 


Support for Disabled Community members (Disabled Children’s Fund)

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Safer Signs (LJ Hooker)
Whilst the signs we use on the beach are a Surf Life Saving Issue, they can have a dramatic effect on the residents and visitors that use Black Head beach.
[image: Image]Through our Director of Life Saving we have been concerned regarding the metal nature of the poles and the signs themselves; We have been able to convert all our signs over to PVC poles and plastic signs.
It was noted that wherever we had the signs half the beachgoers could not see What the sign was meant to convey. To address this the signs have been doubled to give the message on back and front.
The difficult for people who have English as a second language or simply cannot read English. We were able to find and install signs for most purposes with symbols only. The signs regarding power-craft were the only ones we needed to create.
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Immediate Plans fully funded 
1) Continue with Bunker& Public Toilet Project (State: My Community Grant)

2) Start the Neighbourhood Safer Place concept (State Clubgrant 3) and the establishment of appropriate security at many levels. This grant will provide full funding for:
CCTV Security within & surrounding the club,
Digital keying for all door entry,
Conversion of Halogen to LED lighting,
Perimeter security lighting,
Maximising Solar panel on the club roof,
Solar batteries (20k),
Improved water security including increased hot water supply,
Updated Gym equipment and flooring,
New Beach Wheelchair,
Replacement of 5 worn garage doors and installation of a 6th,
Completion of second half of brick treatment, render and painting of the clubhouse.
 
    

 Categories of Club Membership

The Members of the Club shall consist of: 
(a) Probationary Members shall be the designation of any person for the time period between making applying for membership and the gaining of an award and/or the granting of a formal category of membership of the Club. Probationary Members are non-voting members of the Club.
(b) Junior Activities Members shall be a person who shall be a minimum age of five (5) years and up to a maximum age of thirteen (13) years and such person shall be required to gain the relevant Surf Education Certificate for that person's age group. Junior Activities Members are non-voting members of the Club; 
(c) Cadet Members shall be a Member of the age qualification as defined in SLSA's Manuals (i.e. Under 15) and who has obtained the Surf Rescue Certificate or has passed the annual proficiency test. Cadet Members are non-voting members of the Club; 
(d) Active Members, who shall hold an SLSA Bronze Medallion, fulfil patrol and Club obligations and qualify in an annual proficiency test (unless that Member has obtained their Bronze Medallion in that season). Active Members shall have the right to be present, to debate and to vote at General Meetings; 
(e) Reserve Active Membership may be granted to Active Members who have satisfactorily completed (from the gaining of the Bronze Medallion) at least eight (8) years of patrol and Club obligations as provided by SLSA and Club Constitution. Reserve Active Membership shall not be automatic but shall be granted by a resolution of the Board. Reserve Active Members shall have the right to be present, to debate and to vote at General Meetings; 
(f) Long Service Members may be deemed as such by the Club after having completed ten (10) years active service or eight (8) years active service plus four (4) years reserve active service. These Members shall have the right to be present, to debate and to vote at General Meetings, and may be exempt from patrol obligations and granted other special privileges; 
(g) Award Members must hold an SLSA award of one or more of the following qualifications: Surf Rescue Certificate, Radio Award, Resuscitation Certificate, Advance Resuscitation Certificate or First Aid Certificate. Award Members may be granted voting rights by the Club Board if they are undertaking lifesaving patrol duties. 
(h) Associate Members, who may or may not have an SLSA award. Associate Members shall not have voting rights unless elected to office or position, which is provided voting rights by this Constitution; 
(i) Honorary Members may be granted to Members who may or may not hold an SLSA award. Honorary Members are non-voting members of the Club; and 
(j) Life Membership may be granted by the Club to Members who have rendered distinguished, or special service and shall have the right to be present, to debate and to vote at General meetings.
